6. Fund Raising – Debby Potter
Debby reminded everyone that the 2004 EYH Sponsors must be included on each EYH Conference sponsor list.    The sponsors for 2004 EYH are McCune Charitable Foundation, Sandia (Hugh & Helen Woodward) Foundation, and Honeywell International Foundation, Inc.  Again, please credit them on all EYH advertising and materials.

Since the last Board meeting, we received a check from $2,500 from Hugh and Helen Woodward Foundation for printing and purchasing materials for EYH in 2004 with a final report on how the grant money was spent it to be submitted to Sandia Foundation.  We also received a $5,000 check from Honeywell.  Thank-you letters were mailed to Sandia and Honeywell Foundations.  This brings the total EYH funds raised for 2004 to $12,500, and the total EYH funds raised this year as Fundraising Chair to $17,800.  Excellent job, Debby (clap,clap,clap)!  
NMNWSE was ineligible to receive funds from the Albuquerque Community Foundation, since they do not fund conferences.  We are still waiting to hear whether an award will be granted by (Paul) Newman’s Own Foundation, PNM Foundation, or Target.  I have not yet submitted a grant application for $2,000 to Open Meadows Foundation as suggested by Janie Enter, and may leave that task for the next Fundraising Chair. I have set up a new officer’s notebook for the next Fundraising Chair who will be appointed by the incoming President (me!) in October.  I have an approximate number of volunteers, students, and adults associated with recent EYH conferences to generate a state-wide total to be used for future grant applications and interviews.  Three conferences per year involve about 600 students, 100 adult attendees, 90 presenters, and another 90 volunteers.  I still would like to re-create a history of past grant awards, since that information is requested on some grant applications.  Can anyone help me with that?
7. Newsletter – Catherine Hensley (proxy)
Carol reported the May newsletter is on line.  She and Catherine are working on a September one.  We just need to notify membership that it’s out there.  Most members have email capability.

8. Policies and Procedures – Barbara Torres
