New Business, Announcements:

1. Addition/Deletions to Career Book 

a. New draft chapter on Histology that was submitted by Sally Breeden.  Tinka Gammel moved that we include it in the Careers Book on the web and when printed.  Barbara Torres seconded, passed.

b. Alternate Leadership Chapter.  Discussion of the motion we made at the previous meeting on the Leadership chapter.   It was not clear in the June minutes exactly what action we would take about Lena’s input.  Barbara has written another chapter on Becoming a Leader, focused more on leadership characteristics. After much discussion—Yolanda King moved that we will retitle Lena’s input to “Steps to Success”, Barbara’s will be called “Women as Leaders”. Barbara  will simplify and shorten it.  Barbara Torres seconded, passed.

2. Printing Career Booklets 

Tinka will send the Careers Booklet to Charlene—to see if we can shorten up the number of pages in the book.  Charlene’s father is a printer—she will investigate to see if he can print for us and possibly donate it!  Tinka recommends that we print 2000 books and 1000 cd labels.  Bags/books need to be ready by 15 Feb—decisions about vendor must be made no later than the Dec board meeting.
Tinka Will also contact two additional printers locally for bids.

3. NSF STEP grant—submitted by Claudia. She requested that the Board write a letter in support of UNM’s grant request.  It would state that we would be willing to contribute mentors and ementors as an organization.  Discussion was about what we would do for them.  Charlene will draft  the letter and send it out to the Board for review.

4. Tinka showed a booklet that came from the Commission on “New Mexico Women and the Law”—she will find out if we can get a pdf for the website

5. Tinka asked whether or not we need to update/revise the banner to be more generic?  Yolanda commented that it needs to be made of a lighter material to make it easier to hang.  Tinka will check with Kim Linder to see if she has the electronic files and propose an update.
