The date for the 16th Annual Silver City EYH conference at Western New Mexico University is Saturday, March 1, 2008.  We will target 5th – 8th grade girls and will follow the same general program as in the past: an opening session, three workshops, a pizza lunch and a closing activity.  There is no charge for the girls.  Each girl will receive a free t-shirt.

We are making two major changes this year: We are cutting down on the number of girls attending as well as changing the grades targeted and we are changing our registration procedure. 

Our Grant County Branch of AAUW (American Association of University Women) has gained more new members who will be involved in organizing this years’ conference.    Basically there have been 7 of us (including two women from the Girl Scouts of the Rio Grande) doing everything to get ready for the conference these last few years along with an increasing number of girls attending each year.  This has become overwhelming for us with 439 girls registering and 342 attending the conference this year.  In order to bring in these new “volunteers” to a gentler kinder and a higher quality EYH, we will plan for about 225 5th – 8th grade girls to attend.  (Actually the area where we prefer to hold the opening session has a capacity of 225.) Therefore we will cap the number of girls registered to about 280, breaking this down to a cap for each “area” in our scope of schools.  

There will be a one day, a Saturday, registration where the girls will hand deliver their registration forms at specific locations.  Each “area” will have a specific limit of girls to be registered at that location.  Members of the planning committee will then enter data into the database.

Once again we will send letters to parents to let them know their girl is registered.  For the past two years this has decreased our “no show” count from about 35% to around 25%.

We will plan for about 20 presenters.

Expanding Your Horizons Conference

New Mexico Network for Women in Science and Engineering (NMNWSE)

2007 Final Report

OVERVIEW

The New Mexico Network is a not-for-profit organization with a membership of more than one hundred women scientists and engineers who volunteer time and energy to ensure that young people, especially young women, have access to information on exciting and meaningful careers in the sciences and engineering.  The Network has been sponsoring the annual conferences statewide since 1980, reaching over 18,000 students and their teachers.  The girls receive career information and encouragement at an early age, a key factor of future success.   New Mexico has a large rural population where many young people, especially women and minorities, are unaware of the wide variety of technical job opportunities that are available to them.  EYH successfully addresses this need.  As in years past, the level of minority participation was high and a significant number of Hispanic, Native American, Asian and Afro-American young women were included.

There are five chapters in NMNWSE – Northern Chapter in Los Alamos, Central Chapter in Albuquerque, and Three Southern Chapters, Silver City, Los Cruces, and White Sands Missile Range. 

Central Chapter 

Central chapter’s Expanding Your Horizons conference was held 10 March on the campus of the University of New Mexico.  The keynote speaker this year was Dr Barbara Cohen a Research Assistant Professor of UNM’s Institute of Meteoritics.  She discussed different types of meteors as well as her time camping in the Antarctic as a part of a team searching for new meteorites.  Dr Cohen was an excellent choice as a speaker – not only is she an EYH alumnus – but she’s young, enthusiastic and someone the students could easily relate to.  What a great example of a modern scientist and role model for girls debating science as a future career.    We also had a full suite of workshops (around 25) covering a wide range of topics available for the students.  

We had great response from presenters volunteering to hold workshops unfortunately our registration was down again this year.  We had 126 students registered, 24 no shows and 3 walk in registrations.  Our “no show” rate was approximately 20% about the same as it was last year when we had 190 registered and about 41 no shows. While there was no one outstanding reason for our low student numbers this year there are at least two factors to blame.  


- Popular weekend for student activities:  soccer conflicts there and at least two other workshop/conferences aimed at similar grades that day.     


- Marketing:  unfortunately some of our standard advertising venues got dropped this year.  We gained some different marketing opportunities (such as the radio interview) but didn’t get others.  Next year, advertising and marketing needs to get renewed attention.  

In contrast to our low student numbers we had a strong adult turnout this year.  We had 19 registered adults, 6 no shows and 17 walk in registrations.  

Northern Chapter - LAWIS

Student Conference 

The Northern Chapter EYH was held March 14, 2007 at the University of New Mexico, Los Alamos Campus.    Attendance was down this year, as we only had 85 girls in attendance.  The registration process worked well; registration went smoothly.  We set up two rooms, pre-registered students in one room and walk-ins in the other. This worked well as there was no overcrowding in either room.  We found out that paper registration is preferred over online registration, but many teachers were unable to print the forms off the web site and we need to remind teachers to remind their students to fill out all information on the registration form. Individual registration forms/attendance sheets are easier to handle than the huge database. 

As we did for the past years we had bags for the girls prepared ahead of time. The girls loved the bags, and the Galileo Thermometers and the Knowledge cards were by far the most popular prizes.  In terms of gifts for the volunteers, the cups were more popular than the visors or totes.

 
A lot of internal and external funds were raised this year and we are probably going to be in the STB line item for next year.  Two of our sponsors came to speak at the event.  Anything having to do with EYH monies went very smoothly—all the giveaways got in on time.
This year’s career fair was very successful (although there is some indication that the kids are burned out by then.  However, the girls really enjoyed the activity and the Air Force Academy women were fantastic. They should come back next year and even do the same activity since many girls do not repeat.
Karen Daniels, an assistant professor at North Carolina State University (this year’s keynote speaker), knew how to speak to students, had a few props to pass out, engaged the girls and was young enough to relate to them and vice versa.  Karen has a PhD in Physics from Cornell University and studies the behavior of nonequilibrium and nonlinear systems, in particular pattern formation in fluids and the dynamics of granular materials. When not doing experiments in the lab she likes to spend time in the outdoors, which has led her to contemplate the implications of her research in natural systems. Karen has a passion for connecting with young women and sharing her excitement about physics and nature with them. 

Teacher Conference


General Impressions 

1. Karen Daniels, keynote speaker for the girl’s workshop, gave an informal "give and take" presentation that was very well received. The whole group was involved in the discussion of how she became a PhD scientist and what opportunities there are for scholarships etc. 

2. From the evaluations, the program was well received in general with a few suggestions for improvement. 

3. The group was pleased to receive the "rock test kit" to have and to take home with them. 

About 70% of the teacher conference attendees were teachers. The rest were evenly split between counselors and other sponsors. All were women, with 70% being Hispanic and 30% White (non-Hispanic). 

The attendees were evenly split between those teaching or otherwise mentoring 6-9 grades and those teaching/mentoring 9-12 grades. All attendees who indicated grades taught/mentored a range of three to four grades. On average they had 86 students total they interact with and brought 9 students to EYH. However, these were bimodal distributions: 40% had <50 students averaging 35 students, and 60% had >90 students averaging 120 students. About 50% brought 10 or more students, and 30% 3 or fewer students. While the number of students brought did somewhat correlate with the number they teach/mentor, it was thrown off by people with fewer students tending to bring all or most of their female students (as has been noted from requests to the registrar in past years). 

About 60% of the teacher conference attendees checked that they would like to be contacted about next years conference and about 40% indicated they were repeat attendees. 85% received or saw the mailed flyer, 30% had personal contacts mention EYH, and 15% saw a poster advertising EYH. 83% of those answering the question about online registration did register themselves online, and the comments indicate it would have been 100% had all who responded been aware they could register online prior to the online deadline. However, only 60% had their students register online and 33% (of all responding) indicated it made the student permission slips harder. 

Averaged across the four teacher conference activities, 55% of the attendees indicated the activities were interesting, 5% indicated they were not for their curriculum, 60% indicated they were useful, and 10% indicated they wanted to learn more - however, these numbers appeared to be affected by a possible confusion as to whether they should check all that apply (intended) or whether they should check the response that best applies, as only 30% of respondents had more than one of the choices circled for at least one of the activities. The earliest activity had somewhat low response rate (70%), likely because of late arrivals problems (bus delays were noted in the comments). The last activity had a very low response rate (15%), which was in part due to people having to leave early, but also due to the attendees who took their own transportation (50%) failing to arrive at the remote location (Bradbury Science Museum). Reconsidering how remote transportation is handled and rethinking how to best take advantage of the resources the Bradbury has to offer have been added to next year's planning notes

Silver City 

The Silver City EYH conference was held on the Western New Mexico University campus on March 3, 2007.  The opening session was followed by 2 morning workshops, a pizza lunch, a third workshop and a closing activity.  
This was our 15th annual EYH conference at WNMU and it was our most successful yet with almost 350 5th to 10th grade girls attending. Eighteen of the attendees were from the Columbus schools which means most of these girls were from Mexico.   Some of the others were from very remote small towns in the southwest of New Mexico.

This year and last year we sent letters to the parents of the registered girls in the hope that this would improve our attendance.  Our no show count was about 25%, the same as last year, but better than the 35% in previous years without letters to parents.  Even though we said there would be no registration on site we did have 12 girls show up with out having been registered.   They were able to attend.

As in the past few years two representatives of the Girl Scouts of the Rio Grande are helping on the planning committee.  The other members of the planning committee are AAUW members. We have several new AAUW members and others who will be more involved in the planning for next year’s conference.

Our next conference will be March 1, 2008.

White Sands Missile Range


White Sands will be holding their first EYH-on 16 November, for 150 6-8 grade girls, from about 8:30 to 3:00 pm. 

FUNDING


As in previous years, Community funding, was used to purchase thank-you gifts for presenters, and prizes for Team Activity winners.  State-wide donations the NMNWISE are used to cover all EYH items in the budget approved by the Board.  That includes chapter rebates and insurance in addition to tote bags and career booklets and CDRoms.

DEMOGRAPHICS

The chart below shows the Declared Ethnicity of conference attendees.  Demographics have remained similar for the past several years, varying only by a small percentage.
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Most of the girls were in the 6th and 7th grade (51%), 5th grade (20%) and 8th grade (17%).  .  We had only one 11th grader this year and the number of 10th graders was down.  However there were more 7th and 8th graders.  We seem to be attracting girls from lower grades, which is good as we can begin directing them toward science careers at an earlier age.     [image: image2.emf]Grade Percentage
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CONFERENCE EVALUATION


Our evaluation forms had multiple questions posed to best evaluate whether or not we met our goal for the conference.  

· Difficulty of the workshops on average was a 2 on a scale of 1 to 3 with 3 being very difficult.

· Content of the workshops on average was 3.2 on a scale of 1 to 4 with 1 being dull and 4 fantastic. 

· Previous Math and Science Classes: 70% of the middle school and high school attendees have taken Science and Math courses. 

· 50% of the attendees indicated that EYH has made them more likely to take more math classes and look into a STEM career.

· 75% of the girls attended EYH due to their Counselor’s and Teacher’s input and urging. 

·  “Did this conference positively influence or positively reinforce your decisions concerning the number of math and science classes you plan to take in the future?”  Only 70% percent affirmed it would, with 17% indicating it would not.

· “Did this conference positively influence your attitude toward math and science?”  80% confirmed it did, with 6% stating it did not.


These numbers are down from last year, possibly because we had such an influx of lower grades and the popularity of conflicting conferences.  We hope to see the numbers increase next year.

CONCLUSION


The 2007 EYH Conferences were a success as proven by our evaluation responses.  Sometimes we tend to see ourselves and are more critical than others.  These young girls have told us we did our job in expanding their scientific horizons.
