Silver City (non-Board position)

The 17th Annual Silver City EYH conference at Western New Mexico University was held Saturday, March 14, 2009.  As usual the conference was very successful.

Three hundred fifty eight girls registered.  Two hundred forty nine girls attended the conference.  Fifth to tenth grade girls from the four county area of southwest NM were targeted.  Fifth, sixth and seventh grade girls constituted almost 86% of the girls who attended.  The ethnicity breakdown was roughly 35% European American and 52% Hispanic American.  (About 10% didn’t respond to this question on their application form.)

This year the opening session was eliminated since this was usually the low point of the day.  Instead there were a few activities available in the large gym where the girls waited after picking up their badges, tote bags and T-shirts and before heading for their first workshop.  Two workshops were held before lunch.   A successful pizza lunch was followed by the third workshop.  At the closing session there was a short presentation about nutrition followed by student evaluations being filled out.

Twenty one workshops were scheduled but three cancelled at the last minute.  There were 55 workshops presenters along with the presenters assistants: 37 or 67 % were Euro-Ameridcan, 17 or 31% were Hispanic and 1 or 2% was Native American. This year the workshops were each one hour instead of 50 minutes.  This decision was based on comments from the presenters of previous years.

Emily Warner, president of the Grant County Branch AAUW headed the planning committee with major help from Teri Toth and Jo Ann Fischer.  Many AAUW members volunteered on the day of the conference.
