Board Meetings

Presided over board meetings: October 18, 2009 after the annual meeting at the Hacienda Vargas, Algodones NM; December 12, 2009 at the Office of Meyers and Peacock, Albuquerque NM; February 13, 2010 at the Broadstone Heights Apartments, Albuquerque NM; April 10, 2010 at New Mexico Tech, Socorro New Mexico June 12 and August 14, 2010 at the UNM Valencia Campus.

Fundraising

February 15, 2010 met with Phyllis Baca and colleagues at Santa Fe Community College to determine how the money from the NM Education Department would be distributed, i. e. making CDs and Hubble DVDs and a STEM course.  It was discussed that CNM would have to be contacted to determine whether they would allow the course on their property.

Student Awards

NMNWSE gave out student awards at three events during the 2009-2010 year.  At the 2010 National American Indian Science and Engineering Fair, March 11-13 2010, Albuquerque Convention Center, Albuquerque, NM, $50 awards plus tote bags with career materials were given to three students.  (Two of the $50 awards were donated by the judges.)  At the 2009-2010 New Mexico Supercomputing Challenge, April 26-27, 2010, Los Alamos National Laboratory, Los Alamos, NM, an award was given to one team of four, each member of the team receiving $50 and a NMNWSE tote bag with career materials.  (Three of the $50 awards were donated by the judges.)  At the 2010 New Mexico Science and Engineering Fair, April 9-10 2010, New Mexico Tech, Socorro, NM, ten awards of $50 with NMNWSE tote bags and career materials were given out to four junior and six senior exhibitors, as well as five awards of a tote bag with career materials.  Details of the awards are provided in the fall 2010 News.

They will offer to provide funds for busses to facilitate attendance.  They will also work on having signers from the School for the Deaf for hearing-impaired students. We will have a Board meeting in Santa Fe so we can the opportunity to have conversations with the SF EHY folks.
